· How do I return my on-line Federal Post Card Application Form (FPCA) to the local election official?   
· Faxing may be an option, but the FPCA mailed as well

· Plain envelope (must affix local postage)
· Postage Paid envelope (must be used in US Mails). May be printed on a No. 10 envelope or printed and secured on the package.
How do I return a ballot received via e-mail or fax?  

Options:

(1) Faxing may be an option, but the ballot must be mailed as well.

(2) Print off the postage paid envelope on a No. 10 size business envelope or blank sheet of paper and secure it to the voted ballot package.
(3) Use the postage free transmission envelope portion of the Federal Write-In Absentee Ballot, (Standard form 186)

(4) Use a Plain envelope, write in bold letters on the bottom left-hand corner, “Official Absentee Balloting Material” and be sure to apply the required postage for your location.

Click on the PDF attachment and Print the envelope.  
Envelopes that are two large to print, a sheet of bond/typing paper should be use and taped or glued to the envelope, do not use staples.  
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
